How to Play
Slot Machines:

Take your casino cash to the Metro Casino employee in the slot machine area.  You will use your casino cash to purchase tokens to be used in the slot machines.  You will get 20 tokens for every $100 in casino cash.  If you spend all of your tokens, you can buy more casino cash at the check in table and use it to purchase more slot machine tokens.  You can purchase $1,000 in casino cash for $10.00 or $2,500 in casino cash for $20.00.
Slot machine winnings are provided on a printout directly from the machine.  At any time, you can redeem your winnings for more tokens or casino chips from the Metro Casino employee stationed in the slot machine area.
When gaming ends at 10:45, the Metro Casino employee in the slot machine area will redeem all of your tokens or win slips for chips.  You will then take your chips to any gaming table, where the dealer will give you one raffle ticket for every $500 in chips.  You should immediately place your raffle tickets in the container(s) in front of the raffle items(s) that you would like to win.  Winners will be drawn at 11:00 pm.
Table Games:

Take your casino cash to the gaming table of your choice.  You will use your casino cash to purchase chips to bet with.  If you spend all of your chips, you can buy more casino cash at the check in table and use it to purchase more chips.  You can purchase $1,000 in casino cash for $10.00 or $2,500 in casino cash for $20.00.

When gaming ends at 10:45, Metro Casino employees will redeem all of your chips for raffle tickets.  You will receive one raffle ticket for every $500 in chips that you have.  You should immediately place your raffle tickets in the container(s) in front of the raffle item(s) that you would like to win.  Winners will be drawn at 11:00 pm.

During registration / check-in, you were given a welcome package – it’s the folder you found this program in. Within the package, you should find the following items:
· This program

· $1,000 in Casino Cash

· An AFH pen

· A small white envelope containing

· Three drink tickets

Food and Drinks
We’re pleased to provide great food and beverages for your enjoyment! The staff at The Piedmont has prepared excellent food, and their bar staff is equipped to satisfy your beverage desires.

Food Service

· Heavy hors d'oeuvres will be served from 7:00 until 9:00
· Desserts will be served from 9:00 until 10:30

Beverage Service
You received three drink tickets in your welcome package. Each ticket can be exchanged at the bar for one alcoholic drink. Once you are out of tickets, you are welcome to purchase additional alcoholic drinks on a cash basis.  Drink service is available throughout the evening.
If you are drinking, please do not drive.

Complimentary non-alcoholic beverages are available for you to enjoy.

Payment Process
To keep you from having to make multiple payments throughout the night, please note that IOUs are available at the check-in desk.  You can sign IOUs for casino cash purchases and raffle ticket purchases and pay for them, along with your silent auction items, at the end of the night.  The check-in desk will keep your signed IOUs in your file and you can pay for everything at once at the end of the evening.
Please note that IOUs may NOT be used for the 50/50 drawing – it is cash only. 
Silent Auction Guidelines

When you checked in this evening, you were given a folder. In the upper right-hand corner of the folder you will find your Bidder Number. You will use this number to place bids on silent auction items.
Please take a moment and write your name in the space provided on the label – that way, if you leave your folder somewhere, we can make sure it finds its way back to you!
Silent auction items are listed in this program with their stated values (provided by the donors).  They are described on bid sheets and/or other documents accompanying them on the auction tables.  Please note the minimum bid on each item; this is the lowest bid that will be accepted.  Also note the bidding increment on each sheet; this is the minimum amount by which each bid may be increased.  Any bid that is not within the incremental guidelines will be disqualified. 
By placing a bid on an item you are making a commitment to purchase that item at your bid price if your bid is the winning one. The winning bid is the highest bid when the auction closes at 9:30 PM. All sales are final and the highest bidder shall be responsible for purchasing the item(s) at the end of the evening.  Cash, personal checks, Visa, MasterCard, Discover, and American Express debit and credit cards are accepted for payment.
The values listed on all items are donor estimates and are not guaranteed by AFH.  Restrictions and/or special instructions may apply on some items.  Be sure to check for expiration dates and geographic limitations.  A portion of your winning bids may be deductible on your income tax return.  Please consult a tax professional for advice.

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	You received two red raffle tickets in your welcome package.  You can get additional raffle tickets in the following ways:
· Until 10:45 PM volunteers will circulate throughout the venue selling raffle tickets. Prices for tickets are: 
· 1 Ticket for $1.00

· 6 Tickets for $5.00

· 12 Tickets for $10.00

· 30 Tickets for $25.00
· You can win raffle tickets by winning at gaming tables or slot machines

For a chance to win a raffle item (located in the foyer), tear the ticket in half along the perforation and place the “TICKET” half into the container in front of the item you want to win.  Keep the “KEEP THIS COUPON” half to validate your winnings. We will draw the winning tickets at 11:00 PM. A list of raffle items is included in this program.  You must be present to win!
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	You received one yellow door prize ticket in your welcome package. You should have neatly and legibly written your name on the back of this ticket and dropped it into the basket at the check-in table. If you didn’t do that, do it now! 

Door prize tickets will be drawn three times during the night.  A list of door prizes is included in this program.  You must be present to win!
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	You did not receive any 50/50 tickets in your welcome package. Volunteers will be circulating throughout the evening (until 10:45 PM) offering 50/50 raffle tickets for sale at $1.00 per ticket. The volunteer will retain the “TICKET” portion and give you the “KEEP THIS COUPON” part so you can validate your winnings.
At 11:00 PM we will draw the winning ticket. The winner gets 50% of the money collected through 50/50 raffle tickets sales and AFH gets the other 50%.
